If you’re driving school is struggling during this recession, then you simply 
cannot afford to miss the forthcoming seminar on 10th May in the West 
Midlands.

It is interesting to note that the Driving Standards Agency has seen a fall in 
revenue because not so many pupils are booking driving tests as compared to 
this time last year. In fact the fall in numbers represents about a four million 
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pound drop in generated revenue to them at this time. It’s good to know the 
DSA is a non-profit making organisation!  
 
However, that does not stop or even begin to slow down the ever increasing 
numbers of new instructors joining the register. Do you remember the warning 
we gave out about this last year? By our estimation we think on average that 
one hundred new instructors join the register and start work in the UK each 
week. So if these new instructors are all looking to complete thirty driving 
lessons per week, then the market place needs to accommodate another 
twelve thousands new driving lessons every month. How is that possible 
considering many existing instructors are finding it rather difficult to attract 
new pupils? You already know the answer. These new instructors cut the 
prices and damage the market.  
 
If you are not good at business your income will suffer. That is not a good 
state of affairs since generally the ‘L’ market is shrinking in many hard hit 
areas. It is all very well for the DSA to keep going on about increasing the 
standards for driving instructors and generally I agree with that sentiment. 
However the problem is that the entire system is so very poorly policed that 
we do not hear much good news if any from the DSA. The DSA should be 
letting the public know in no uncertain terms that low cost instructors may not 
provide the best value for money. So come on DSA what about closing the 
register now or have a waiting list. Whilst we are at it, whatever happened to 
the idea of abolishing the Trainee Licence Scheme which is being abused left, 
right and centre? 
 
You can be assured that the ADINJC are already in the process of 
communicating with the Driving Standards Agency on this and many other 
important issues on your behalf. So keep in touch.

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Has the Government Missed the 
Point? 
 
The Government is considering cutting speed limits on most rural single-
carriageway roads from 60mph to 50mph.  
 
Ministers believe the potentially unpopular move may be needed to cut the 
number of deaths among motorists and pedestrians. The road safety minister 
Jim Fitzpatrick is said to have been struck by figures showing that the rural 
parts of the road network were more prone to crashes.  

Mr. Fitzpatrick is looking at reducing limits in a bid to improve the UK's road 
safety record, which used to rank among the best in the world but has slipped 
in recent years.  

In 2007 there were 2,946 deaths and 30,000 serious injuries on British roads, 
with speed being a factor in 29% of them.  

The Government has brought forward a range of proposals to try to boost 
safety, including imposing six penalty points on motorists who break speed 
limits "excessively", and punishments for using mobile phones while driving.  

There are also suggestions that a formal "drug-drive limit" could be 
introduced, after statistics showed a fifth of all road deaths were caused by 
drivers on illegal substances.  

So has the Government missed the point? What is the Government doing 
about retraining or refreshing driving skills and knowledge? Also what about 
preventing cyclists breaking the law who persistently ride through traffic lights 
when on red. What about pedestrians with both ears bunged up with music 
players and stepping out without looking?  It’s all very well penalizing drivers, 
but there are many different types of road user and not much being done 
regarding road user education. 

The ADINJC is already talking to Government and we will be at the forefront 
of developments.

Gary will explain to the young people the charity’s 2young2die campaign, 
which asks young drivers to Slow Up, Belt Up, and Sober Up. The campaign 
uses hard-hitting DVDs and websites to get the message across. 
  
Gary volunteered to deliver education to young drivers because he believes 
that in order to teach safe driving, young people need to understand the 
consequences of bringing the wrong attitude into the car. 
Road crashes are the biggest killer of 15-24 year-olds. 
 
[[1]] One in eight car licence holders are aged under 25,[[2]] yet one in three 
drivers who die on UK roads are under 25 [[3]], often driving too fast, drunk, 
drugged and without seat belts. Every week 13 young people aged 15-24 are 
killed on Britain’s roads, the equivalent of a football team and substitutes each 
week. [[4]] 
 
Young drivers not only kill themselves, but often their young passengers and 
other road users such as children on foot. Almost one in three (32%) 
convictions for causing death or bodily harm by driving is against under-21s, 
nearly all male. [[5]] 
 
The Road Safety Academy is a community education project that trains 
volunteers to spread road safety education in their local community and help 
save lives. The Road Safety Academy is co-ordinated by Brake and funded by 
FedEx, the express carrier. 
 
Mary Williams OBE, chief executive of Brake, says: “Deaths and injuries 
on roads caused by young drivers driving too fast, drunk, drugged and without 
seat belts, devastate families and communities. Yet sadly we know that many 
young people see driving as their route to freedom and excitement and don’t 
think they will crash. This vital project can help explain the horror of killing 
your mates in the back, or a child on foot, or being permanently paralysed - 
and the vital need to slow up, belt up and sober up. By changing young 
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people’s attitudes we hope to influence their behaviour on a Saturday night 
and save lives.” 
  
Gary Small says: “It’s enormously satisfying to work alongside Brake and 
make a difference to the safety of young people in my community. I urge 
others to get involved in the Road Safety Academy too.” 
  
Brake is calling for more volunteers to take part in the Road Safety Academy, 
particularly youth leaders, teachers, anyone affected by a road crash or who is 
concerned about community safety, to help spread the 2young2die message 
to teenagers.

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News from the DSA 
 
Rosemary’s column  
 
Last month I wrote in my column about the work of the Fraud and Integrity 
Team (known in DSA as FIT), and since then I have actually been out with the 
team to see firsthand the work that they carry out. It was a valuable 
experience and one that I hope to repeat in the not too distant future. 
 
Following a number of reports of suspected illegal instruction, it had been 
decided to carry out a joint enforcement operation at the end of February in 
Burton on Trent, Staffordshire. 
 
Two marked police cars were used to stop vehicles displaying L-plates or 
other driving school-style decoration. Candidates were asked if they had paid 
for instruction and instructors were asked to provide evidence of their 
entitlement to charge for giving lessons.  
 
I was fortunate enough to be able to travel in one of the police cars, along with 
our Deputy Head of Fraud and Integrity Michelle Moston.  
 
An early-morning briefing at the police station was followed by us taking to the 
roads. 
 
During the operation that I witnessed, 21 vehicles were stopped and the 
instructors’ accreditation checked. All the driving instructors stopped had the 
correct documents. However, later on in the day a 25 year-old Burton man 
was arrested and given police bail on suspicion of fraud. So we will wait to see 
how this case progresses.  
 
Operations of this nature are a vital part of our attempts to halt illegal driving 
instruction and I was delighted to see at first-hand this valuable work being 
carried out.  
 
I was also happy to see how pleased the instructors were to see us stopping 
cars to check that they were genuine ADIs. Their comments were uniformly 
positive and it was reassuring that the industry seemed to welcome the fact 
that DSA was out there being seen to be taking action to help prevent fraud. 
As we know, those carrying out the fraud often have not undergone any 
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background checks, or an assessment of their ability to drive or teach. Their 
car insurance may also be invalid.  
 
Of course, before an individual is allowed to register as an Approved Driving 
Instructor they are assessed by DSA to ensure that they are ‘fit and proper’ 
and that they have a high standard of driving and instructional ability. This 
includes criminal record checks. Qualified driving instructors should display an 
in-date licence in their windscreen during lessons whether that be the green 
badge for fully qualified instructors or the pink badge for those with trainee 
status.  
  
I would like to thank all the approved driving instructors and members of the 
public who continue to give us information about illegal instruction. It is largely 
through their efforts that we are able to continue our effective work in bringing 
illegal driving instructors to justice. Those who are guilty of such crimes 
potentially put other road users at risk, as well as the people they are 
teaching.  
 
DSA, through its Fraud and Integrity Team, will continue to work closely with 
the police and other criminal justice agencies to catch the fraudsters and 
prosecute them where possible.

“Road safety in Shropshire is very important to us at Shropshire Fire and 
Rescue Service as our fire-fighters see the traumatic injuries and tragic loss of 
life on almost a daily basis. We are proactive with many partner organisations 
in helping to educate motorists to slow down and take more care while driving. 
  
“Becoming a member of the Shropshire Group IAM is something that 
Shropshire motorists should consider and I will be doing all I can to support 
them.” 
  
David Carless, chairman of Shropshire Group IAM, welcomed the Deputy 
Chief Fire Officer to his new role and also urged more motorists to consider 
taking the advanced driving test. 
  
“Passing the advanced driving test not only makes you a safer driver but also 
means that with the driving techniques gained there should be less wear and

ICE – is it a good idea?  
 
 
Apparently this is a standard procedure all paramedics follow at the scene of 
an accident when they come across your cell phone.��

�
ICE - 'In Case of Emergency' We all carry our mobile phones with names & 
numbers stored in its memory but nobody, other than ourselves, knows which 
of these numbers belong to our closest family or friends.  
 
If we were to be involved in an accident or were taken ill, the people attending 
us would have our mobile phone but wouldn’t' know who to call. Yes, there 
are hundreds of numbers stored but which one is the contact person in case 
of an emergency?  
 
Hence this 'ICE' (In Case of Emergency) Campaign The concept of 'ICE' is 
catching on quickly. It is a method of contact during emergency situations. As 
cell (mobile) phones are carried by the majority of the population, all you need 
to do is store the number of a contact person or persons who should be 
contacted during emergency under the name 'ICE' (In Case Of Emergency).  
 
The idea was thought up by a paramedic who found that when he went to the 
scenes of accidents, there were always mobile phones with patients, but they 
didn't know which number to call. He therefore thought that it would be a good 
idea if there was a nationally recognized name for this purpose. In an 
emergency situation, Emergency Service personnel and hospital Staff would 
be able to quickly contact the right person by simply dialling the number you 
have stored as 'ICE.'  For more than one contact name simply enter ICE1, 
ICE2 and ICE3 etc. A great idea that will make a difference! Let's spread the 
concept of ICE by storing an ICE number in our Mobile phones today!

Here is a secret, not generally known in the industry.  Forty-four years ago (in 
1965) when the ADI Register was still only voluntary, the Registrar of the day, 
Bob Martin, told a few of us that the Ministry of Transport didn’t want a 
compulsory register at all.  They had been forced by a Private Member’s Bill to 
provide a voluntary one; but he said “We do not want, and will not be able 
to cope with, compulsion so we have set a target be yond your reach; if 
you can get more than half of the instructors in th e country willing to 
accept registration then you can have compulsion” .   
 
Bob Martin argued that there were probably 25,000 people teaching for 
money and accordingly the bar was set at 12,500 – at that time there were 
less than three thousand ADIs (2,004 instructors initially qualified in October 
1964).  Those already on the Register really did a fantastic selling job to their 
unqualified colleagues, and eventually – June 1969 – reached the target that 
caused the MoT to give in. The MoT then allowed another eighteen months 
for all instructors to qualify and even gave in to the BSM, RAC and MSA 
demands to allow their existing members a ‘semi-free’ entry into the industry.  
Today with 44,000 ADIs and another 22,000 PDIs banging on the door, it is 
even more important than ever that the best ADIs survive, in an industry that 
can logically only support about 15,000 instructors. 
 
May I remind you of one of life’s little axioms?  that one about mousetraps and 
customers; and the world beating a path to your door?   
 
However, if you really do teach better than any other ADI in your area, you 
must let everyone know.  Only you can do this; no one else will do it for you.  
One way to start this is by giving out professional handouts for the subject you 
will teach next time.  If the handouts are as good your teaching, your town will 
be flooded with your individually professionally produced handouts, because 
each one you give to a pupil will be photocopied many times and shared with 
friends, of course.   However, because you will have prominently displayed 
your name and telephone number, you will soon be recognised as the best 
qualified person in your town: This is far better than advertising “I am not only 
cheap, I won’t be here long ”.   
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Better still, of course, is to demonstrate your superiority by quoting what 
additional qualifications you hold.  Back in my youth a few apparent weirdoes 
used to advertise themselves as “MIAM” and even “ex-BSM”; as if either of 
these indicated any teaching skill; but they never survived for long.  These 
days if you want to shine, you really need to be able to add ‘DipDI Plus’ to 
your post-nominal’s. 
 
The only DSA recognised higher-level theory test for ADIs is the Diploma in 
Driving Instruction; take this and you will understand and confidently teach all 
that is involved in the DSA’s syllabus.  Then aim to pass the higher-level 
Cardington Special driving test.  Instead of the Part two test with 6 driving 
errors or less, the Cardington test only allows a maximum of three minor 
driving errors.  Could you do this?  If so tell everyone.  If not, this must be your 
second target. The ADI-NJC training team are the best people to advise on 
how to do this. 
 
The benefit of taking any higher examination is that your success will 
encourage you to try even harder.  Passing a higher-level teaching skills 
examination enables you to show your teaching ability is higher than is 
expected by the DSA and than any other instructors near you.  You can start 
with a City & Guilds Trade Teaching certificates, FE Teaching Certificates and 
Diplomas or begin your university degree.  How does the title of being a 
Master of the Arts in Driver Education grab you?  It will certainly lift you way 
above any local colleagues who are so grateful for their grade three ADI (at 
their 2nd or 3rd attempt).    
 
A Diploma in Driving Instruction equates to five years or more CPD; 
remember too, the DipDI is accepted as a first year’s credit towards a 
Foundation Degree in Driver Education.  Degree holders can also claim 
additional CPD by teaching other ADIs how to improve their own status in the 
ADI training world.   
 
As the number of ADIs continues to increase, so it becomes even more 
important to stand out in the crowd. Provided you can justify this by teaching 
the whole subject of ‘safe driving for life’ , you also need to promote yourself 
as the best ADI in your area: if you prefer to think that you are not the best, 
my advice would be to find another job, now, before newly qualified ADIs not 
only join the bandwagon, but tip you off.   
 
Start by really believing the message, that an ADI certificate, like a driving 
licence, is only the beginning.  If you don’t improve you will fall behind.  CPD 
is coming; probably the DSA will hold off any compulsion for as long as they 
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can; but those who get the best there is, will have so much of an advantage 
over their lesser qualified colleagues, that when the crunch comes, only the 
best will survive.
